MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

May 01, 2006 – County Fairgrounds – 6:30pm

The meeting opened at 6:30pm with Chairman Michael Mitchell leading the pledge of allegiance.  Those members present included Larry Jewett, Joe Lisle, Jean Mullen, Darlene Gianelli and Cathryn Wyllie, Executive Director.  Joseph Rowan and Deb Hammers were excused.  Jerry Gorrell, Rodeo Chairman, grounds staff Phil Acord and Sam Hunt were also present.  Attending in the gallery were Terry Cantrell, Jennifer Clark and County Commissioner, Mary Egusquiza.

Public Segment


Wee Kroft  Kitchen – Darlene Gianelli presented the board with a check in the amount of $ 256.71representing 10% of her net concession sales for the motor cross.

Maintenance Staff


    Mower incident – Cathy informed the board the small mower was vandalized over the weekend.  Phil explained what damage had been done.  He was, however, able to fix the damaged wiring well enough for the mower to operate.  Cathy stated the equipment should be securely locked each night in either the exhibit building and/or the shop.  


Building & Grounds prep for summer – Phil informed the board he had found numerous irrigation and water line breaks in both bathrooms and the exhibit hall.  Two or three toilets will need to be replaced in the exhibit hall and/or the midway restrooms. The toilets were purchased and delivered by the Executive Director for this meeting.


Concession Stand update – The cement was poured today.  Building package has been ordered; red roof, white siding with red trim.

Rodeo Committee


Stock Contract – Jerry presented the fair rodeo stock contract with Slash T in the amount of $ 5,750.00.  The contractor will provide all required stock, two pickup men, flank men, sorters for rough stock, two bullfighters and, upon request, American State & Slash T rodeo company flags.  The board is required to provide sufficient tons of hay of good quality for the livestock during the rodeo.


Junior Rodeo committee – Andrea Roberts will be the main contact.  

F. F. Subcommittee


Building Permit – Cathy informed the board the claim voucher for payment would not go before the Commissioners until the 22nd of May for approval.  Chairman Michael remarked to for the committee to go ahead and place the poles.  Cathy will check with Vance Pruett, City Building Inspector, to verify.


Wash rack – The board agreed to extend the existing wash rack 15ft to the east.  Cathy stated the addition should add 6 stalls, 3 to a side approximately 5ft wide.  John Bideganeta will provide the committee with a draft of the additions.  The need for approximately 4ft-backfill and proper drainage was discussed.


Minutes of the Last Meeting 


The minutes were reviewed as printed.  Larry made a motion to accept the minutes with the following correction: first page, first paragraph, ..”They discussed several options for the proposed wash rack and agreed to revisit the options at the next meeting.;  Jean second.  The motion passed.

Old Business


H.S. Rodeo report – Joe stated the event was very successful.  He added those involved were very pleased with the condition of the grounds and the arena.  The board thanked Joe and the staff for their efforts in preparing the rodeo arena.


Working Cow Dog exhibition – After some discussion, it was agreed to hold the demonstration on Saturday, July 29th beginning at 4pm.  Joe will secure the folks involved with handling the dogs and livestock getting back with Cathy once arrangements have been made.

New Business


E. C. Weed Control – Cathy informed the board the Extension Office had sprayed sterilant throughout the grounds except for the rodeo arena area due to flooding.


County Commissioners Meeting – Cathy reported on the meeting held April 24th.  She reviewed the agenda she presented to included:  1) fair dates, 2) recent activity on the fairgrounds, 3) fairground upgrades, and 4) grounds vandalism.  


2007 Proposed Budget – Cathy presented the worksheets to each board member.  The board agreed to meet Monday night the 8th of May at 6:30pm to discuss the budget.


Bills – Cathy presented the bills.  Discussion was taken regarding the two bills encured to service the fair office computer.  County Commissioner Egusquiza will refer the bills to Dan Collins, County Maintenance Supervisor.  Larry made a motion to prepare the bills for payment by the County Commissioners; Jean second.  The motion passed.  Cathy is to complete the vouchers and present for payment.

With no further business, Darlene made a motion to close the meeting; Jean second.  The meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
